Update on Public Vaccination Clinics (Thursday 10/22 & Saturday 10/24) 

Marion County Health Department, IN 2009-10-22

In addition to the public H1N1 vaccination clinic tomorrow (Thurs. Oct. 22) from 8am-noon at Lafayette Square Shopping Mall, there will also be six clinics at HealthNet sites Sat. Oct. 24 10am-2pm. 
The vaccinations are only for persons in the following risk groups:
· Women who are pregnant 

· People who live with or provide care for infants younger than 6 months (parents, siblings and day care providers) 

· Health care and emergency medical services personnel with direct patient contact. 

· Those ages 6 months to 24 years old 

· Persons aged 25 through 64 years who have certain medical conditions that put them at higher risk for influenza-related complications. 
Other key points: 

· The H1N1 vaccine will be provided at no charge. 

· Each clinic will have a limited supply of nasal spray (attenuated virus) vaccine, as well as injectable (inactivated virus) vaccine for those ineligible for the nasal spray. 
· Clients should be prepared for long waits. 

· Persons with flu symptoms will not be vaccinated, and should not attend these clinics. 

· To speed the process, those coming to the clinics are asked to wear short-sleeved shirts.

Starting on October 27, the Marion County Health Department will offer _seasonal_ vaccine from IPS School 11, located at 42nd and Millersville Road, on Tuesday’s 8am-noon and Friday noon-4pm.
