The area of downtown Indianapolis known as the Downtown Civic Sponsored Special Event Zone (Downtown Zone) as defined by the City of Indianapolis under authority of the Indianapolis City Code.

Once the organizer registers the event the food vendors will need to obtain a temporary event permit 48 hours prior to the event and meet all guidelines of Title 410 IAC 7-24.
