This document sets forth the process to gain approval for extending your current floor plan during the 10 days of Super Bowl XLVI-related activities from January 27, 2012 through the morning of February 6, 2012. The area of downtown Indianapolis eligible for extending the floor plan is known as the Downtown Civic Sponsored Special Event Zone (Downtown Zone) as defined by the City of Indianapolis under authority of the Indianapolis City Code.

Special Note

If you are considering work that may require a permit or license issued by the City of Indianapolis, be sure to contact the Department of Code Enforcement at

317-327-8700 or www.indy.gov/dce. Depending on the size, scope and location of your project, you may require additional approval from agencies such as the Indianapolis Historic Preservation Commission, Department of Metropolitan Development, Indianapolis Fire Department and the Indiana Alcohol Beverage and Tobacco Commission.

MCPHD will approve extended floor plans for the Super Bowl activities only in the Downtown Zone. Permit holders in the Downtown Zone wishing to expand their food service area must follow these guidelines:

· Extended floor plans must be submitted 30 days before the proposed date of operation.

· Submit a detailed floor plan showing the layout of the area where the food service will be extended. Include all equipment, sinks, bars, wait stations, additional seating and additional food prep areas in the plan.

· Once the plan has been approved an inspection is required for final approval of the extended set-up.

· If the extended floor plan is on the outside of the licensed retail food establishment, an additional temporary event license is required.

· To obtain a temporary license you must first register with the MCPHD 30 days prior to operation. After registration, you must obtain a temporary license 48 hours prior to operation. You can obtain the proper forms by visiting our Web site at www.mchd.com/fdevents.htm.
