This document sets forth the process to gain approval for operating during the 10 days of Super Bowl XLVI-related activities from January 27, 2012 through the morning of February 6, 2012. The area of downtown Indianapolis known as the Downtown Civic Sponsored Special Event Zone (Downtown Zone) as defined by the City of Indianapolis under authority of the Indianapolis City Code.

Any vendors wishing to set up in the Downtown Zone will need to obtain a limited duration license from the Department of Code Enforcement. http://www.indy.gov/eGov/City/DCE/Pages/home.aspx
Once the Super Bowl Committee has registered the event and submitted a list of vendors to the Marion County Public Health Department, you will need to obtain a temporary food establishment license. 

Food vendors are required to obtain a temporary food establishment license when operating outside their licensed facility. We will only license food vendors that are listed on the registration form submitted by the organizer.  The vendors may apply for their licenses Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., but they must obtain their licenses 48 hours before the event begins. 

There is a fee for the temporary license and a list of guidelines the vendors must follow as part of licensure.  Licenses for temporary events must be paid in cash, cashier’s check, certified check, or money order only. Personal or company checks will not be accepted. 
Only vendors meeting the definition of a food establishment will be issued a temporary food establishment license. All temporary food establishments must have at least one certified food handler.  You need to submit a copy of your certification when applying for your license.  http://www.mchd.com/fdevents.htm 

A temporary vendor without a locally licensed retail food establishment must have a licensed base of operation from which to operate during the event.  This would include a fully equipped trailer with water under pressure, mechanical refrigeration, hot water heater, three-compartment sink with drain boards, liquid wastewater retention tank, and a separate handsink. Any concession trailer not previously approved by the Department of Food and Consumer Safety must obtain approval before a license will be granted. The three-compartment dish washing set-up must be large enough to submerge the largest piece of dishware or utensil. Utilize disposable pans in order to eliminate the need to wash large amounts of dishware.

All vendors must follow the guidelines listed for operating a temporary food establishment.  Food must be obtained from a licensed food establishment or processor. No home-prepared foods are allowed. Only grilling, hot holding, assembly and serving of product may occur on-site.  Any food processing such as slicing, grating, thawing, chopping or mixing must occur at a licensed retail food establishment, in an approved event trailer or purchased already pre-made.

A tent may operate in conjunction with the base of operation and must contain an additional handsink in the tent area. The separate hand washing station must be set up in an accessible area and in use before any food preparation is conducted.  The minimum requirement for a hand washing station is a container with a turn valve spigot to provide warm running water, a wastewater container, and soap and paper towels.
Vendors must properly dispose of waste water by dumping into an approved waste water tank, portable toilet, or a permanently plumbed sewer, sink, or toilet.
